The purpose of submission of this form is to enable the TSA to assess whether the applicant meets the statutory eligibility conditions and so is capable of being assessed against its registration criteria. Once statutory eligibility has been established, the TSA will advise the applicant of the outcome and, if the applicant appears to be eligible, a detailed application form can then be submitted. This two stage process is designed to ensure that applicants that do not meet the preliminary eligibility requirements do not waste time putting together the more detailed application.

DEFINITIONS
	Community Land Trust
	Means a body corporate that satisfies the following conditions: condition 1 is that the body is established for the express purpose of furthering the social, economic and environmental interests of a local community by acquiring and managing land and other assets in order (a) to provide a benefit to the local community and (b) to ensure that the assets are not sold or developed except in a manner which the trust's members think benefits the local community. Condition 2 is that the body is established under arrangements which are expressly designed to ensure that (a) any profits from its activities will be used to benefit the local community (otherwise than by being paid directly to members), (b) individuals who live or work in the specified area have the opportunity to become members of the trust (whether or not others can also become members) and (c) the members of the trust control it. "Local community" in these conditions means the individuals who live or work, or want to live or work, in a specified area.


	Equity percentage arrangements 
	Means arrangements under which: (a) the owner of a freehold or leasehold interest in residential property (“the seller”) conveys it to an individual (“the buyer”), (b) the buyer, in consideration for the conveyance, (i) pays the seller a sum (the “initial payment”) expressed to represent a percentage of the value of the interest at the time of the conveyance, and (ii) agrees to pay to the seller other sums calculated by reference to a percentage of the value of the interest at the time when each sum is to be paid, and (c) the liability to make any payment required by the arrangements (apart from the initial payment) is secured by a mortgage.



	Low cost home ownership
	Means accommodation that satisfies the following conditions: condition 1 is that the accommodation is occupied, or made available for occupation, in accordance with (a) shared ownership arrangements, equity percentage arrangements, or shared ownership trusts and condition 2 is that the accommodation is made available in accordance with rules designed to ensure that it is made available to people whose needs are not adequately served by the commercial housing market.

 

	Low cost rental accommodation
	Means accommodation that is (a) made available for rent, (b) the rent is below market rate, and (c) the accommodation is made available in accordance with rules designed to ensure that it is made available to people whose needs are not adequately served by the commercial housing market.



	Provider
	Means the landlord in respect of low cost rental accommodation; the landlord in respect of low cost home ownership accommodation: shared ownership; the owner of a freehold or leasehold interest in residential property in respect of low cost home ownership: equity percentage; or the social landlord in respect of low cost home ownership: shared ownership trust

  

	Shared ownership trusts
	Has the same meaning as in Schedule 9 to the Finance Act 2003

	Shared ownership arrangements
	Means arrangements under a lease which: (a) is granted on payment of a premium calculated by reference to a percentage of either the value of the accommodation or the cost of providing it, and (b) provides that the tenant (or the tenant’s personal representative) will or may be entitled to a sum calculated by reference to the value of the accommodation.



	Social housing
	Means (a) low cost rental accommodation and (b) low cost home ownership accommodation.



	Social landlord
	For the purposes of low cost home ownership accommodation: shared ownership trust, ‘social landlord’ is within the meaning of paragraph 7(3) of Schedule 9 to the Finance Act 2003.     
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
